India is the world's number one best-represented nation in the
Times Higher Education Impact Rankings 2024, said Phil Baty,
the British magazine's Chief Global Affairs Officer, on

Wednesday.  
In a post on X, Baty shared the development and also thanked

Prime Minister Narendra Modi for leading this successful interna-
tionalisation drive.

"India is the world's number one best-represented nation in the
@timeshighered Impact Rankings 2024. Over 100 universities are
ranked, up from just 13 in 2019, thanks to the remarkably success-
ful internationalisation drive spearheaded by @narendramodi,"
he wrote.

There were a total of 2,152 institutions ranked from 125 coun-
tries, and the nation with the most participation was India with
105 institutions.

This year's results showed that some university systems are
emerging as leaders when it comes to particular Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs).

Meanwhile, President of QS University Rankings Nunzio
Quacquarelli has praised India for leading all G20 countries in the
QS subject rankings performance growth this year.

In the latest subject rankings, Indian higher education institu-
tions have improved their rankings in the STEM subjects,
Biological Sciences, and Business Studies.

As mentioned in the report, the NEP largely drove the positive
changes in higher education in the country.

India most-represented nation in Times Higher Education Impact Ranking 2024
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India has slipped two places on
the World Economic Forum's
Global Gender Gap index to 129th

place, while Iceland retained its top
position in the rankings published.

Globally, Sudan was ranked last
on the index of 146 countries, while
Pakistan slipped three places to
145th.However, India showed the

best gender parity in terms of enrol-
ment in secondary education, while
it scored well on political empower-
ment of women at 65th rank globally.

With regard to parity in the num-
ber of years with female/male heads
of state for the last 50 years, India
was ranked 10th.

The WEF said India's economic
parity score has trended upwards for
the past four years.

In the Political Empowerment
subindex, India scored within the
top-10 on the head-of-state indicator,
but its scores for women's represen-
tation at the federal level, in ministe-
rial positions (6.9 per cent) and in
Parliament (17.2 per cent), remain
relatively low, it added.

The WEF said the world has
closed 68.5 per cent of the gender
gap, but at the current pace it will
take another 134 years -- equivalent
to five generations -- to achieve full
gender parity.

Since last year, the gender gap has
closed by 0.1 percentage points.

"Despite some bright spots, the
slow and incremental gains high-
lighted in this year's Global Gender
Gap Report underscore the urgent
need for a renewed global commit-
ment to achieving gender parity, par-
ticularly in economic and political
spheres," WEF Managing Director
Saadia Zahidi said.

"We cannot wait until 2158 for par-
ity. The time for decisive action is
now," she added.

Iceland was followed by Finland,
Norway, New Zealand and Sweden
in the top five.

The UK was ranked 14th, while the
USA was at 43rd place.

INDIA RANKS 129TH ON GLOBAL GENDER
GAP INDEX, ICELAND LEADS THE WORLD
Within South Asia, India was
ranked fifth after
Bangladesh, Nepal, Sri Lanka
and Bhutan, while Pakistan
was ranked last.
India figured among the
economies with the lowest
levels of economic parity,
alongside Bangladesh, Sudan,
Iran, Pakistan, and Morocco.
All of them registered less
than 30 per cent gender pari-
ty in estimated earned
income.
With a population of over
140 crore, India has closed
64.1 per cent of its gender
gap in 2024 and the decline
of two places from 127th last
year, mainly happened due to
small declines in 'Educational
Attainment' and 'Political
Empowerment,' parameters,
while 'Economic
Participation' and
'Opportunity' scores slightly
improved.
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After a dismal perform-
ance in the Lok Sabha
elections, the Ajit

Pawar-led NCP on
Wednesday strongly support-
ed reservation for the Muslim
community in education in
Maharashtra. 

This is a fresh attempt by
the NCP, which won just one
of the four Lok Sabha seats it
contested, to step up its out-
reach with the Muslim com-
munity and garner their votes
in the forthcoming Assembly
elections slated for
September-October this year.

The NCP is a part of the
Mahayuti government and
the party plans to make a
pitch with the BJP and Shiv
Sena for providing education-
al quota to the Muslim com-
munity, which along with
Dalits and Tribals voted
against the Mahayuti.

They feared that their exis-
tence would come into jeop-
ardy if the Constitution was
changed by the BJP after
crossing the 400-seat mark
and forming the government
at the Centre.The NCP will
have to make a hard bargain

with big brother BJP which
did not take the initiative dur-
ing its rule for the implemen-
tation of reservation in educa-
tional institutions upheld by
the Bombay High Court.

Maharashtra NCP chief
spokesman Umesh Patil said,
"We stand firm on our posi-
tion that the Muslim commu-
nity should get reservation in
education in the state.

"The Bombay High Court
accepted the decision taken
by the Congress-NCP govern-
ment of giving 5 per cent edu-
cational reservation to the
Muslim community.
However, later, the issue was
pushed behind."

However, newly-elected
MP from Raigad, Sunil Tatkare

said, "We held a meeting of
the party's Minority Cell yes-
terday and have heard their
side. Another meeting will be
held on this issue. After that
we will declare our position
on it."The NCP's move is cru-
cial after party legislators at
their meeting with Ajit Pawar
last week submitted that the
party lost heavily in
Osmanabad, Baramati and
Shirur after Muslim voters by
and large voted for the Maha
Vikas Aghadi candidates.

They further pointed out
that the Mahayuti in general
was hit after Muslims, Dalits
and Tribals polled against its
candidates fearing loss in
their reservation after change
in the Constitution.

NCP bats for reservation for Muslim

SHIVRAJ CHOUHAN
TAKES UP 100-DAY
ACTION PLAN FOR
AGRICULTURE SECTOR

New Delhi: Union
Agriculture and Farmers
Welfare Minister Shivraj
Singh Chouhan on
Wednesday held a detailed
discussion with senior offi-
cials on the 100-day action
plan of the ministry.  

Agriculture Minister
Chouhan told the officials
that they should focus their
entire attention on farmer-
oriented works so that
work can be done speedily
as per the sankalp (resolu-
tion) of the Prime Minister,
the ministry said in a state-
ment.

He said that the avail-
ability of quality fertilizers,
seeds and other inputs to
farmers should be ensured
on a priority basis. The
Agriculture Minister assert-
ed that the farmers should
not face any problem in
this regard and special care
should be taken on this.

Two terrorists and a
CRPF trooper were
killed in the operation

against hiding terrorists in
J&K's Kathua district, ADGP,
Jammu Zone, Anand Jain
said, adding that the
encounter started on
Tuesday evening and lasted
till Wednesday afternoon.  

"Initially one terrorist was
killed yesterday (Tuesday)
and one more has been killed
today (Wednesday). We also
lost a CRPF jawan in the gun-
fight as well. The slain were
part of a newly infiltrated
group. We have not called off
the operation as there may be
some more terrorists hiding
in the area," he said.

The CRPF trooper, who
succumbed to his injuries in
a hospital, was identified as
Constable Kabir Dass of the
121 Bn.

"The civilian injured in the
encounter is stable and out of
danger," the ADGP said.

The encounter took place
in Seda Sohal village of
Hiranagar area in Kathua.

According to Jain, there were
two terrorists, who entered
the village and asked for
water from some houses.

"As soon as the informa-
tion was received, the teams
of the SHO and the SDPO
reached the spot and one of
the terrorists was killed in the
exchange of fire."

Jain said that grenades,
IEDs, a US-made M4 carbine
and other war-like stores
were recovered from the slain
terrorists.

The recoveries also includ-
ed three magazines contain-
ing 30 rounds, one magazine
containing 24 rounds, 75
rounds in a separate poly-
thene bag, three live
grenades, Rs 1 lakh in curren-
cy notes of Rs 500 denomina-
tion, eatables including
Pakistan-made chocolates,
dry chenna and chapatis,
Pakistan-made medicines
and pain killer injections, two
packs of A4 battery cells, and
one handset with an anten-
na.

Meanwhile, two senior
police officers escaped
unhurt after hiding terrorists
opened fire on their vehicles
in the Hiranagar area.

More than 20 rounds were
fired on the vehicles of DIG,
Jammu-Kathua-Samba
Range, Dr Sunil Kumar, and
SSP, Kathua, Anayat
Choudhary.

RAHUL GANDHI
HINTS AT
RELINQUISHING
WAYANAD

Wayanad (Kerala):
Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi, who is in Kerala on
Wednesday, admitted that
he was in a dilemma as to
which Lok Sabha con-
stituency he should relin-
quish -- Wayanad or Rae
Bareli - but then in
Wayanad, dropped enough
hints that he will be drop-
ping the Kerala seat. 

State BJP chief K.
Surendran, who had con-
tested against Gandhi and
finished a distant third,
termed Gandhi's indication
"cheating". Meanwhile,
advertisement boards have
come up in Wayanad which
welcome Gandhi's sister
and party General Secretary
Priyanka Gandhi to contest
the by-election.

Gandhi, who arrived at
the Kozhikode airport in the
morning, drove to Edavana
in the Malappuram district
which is part of his con-
stituency. He was given a
rousing welcome and in his
first public meeting, he said
he was in a dilemma about
Wayanad and Rae Bareli. 
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Most Indians (89 per cent)
believe technology, including
artificial intelligence (AI), is a

key enabler in integrating traditionally
excluded populations into the econo-
my, a new report showed on
Wednesday.

Most Indians believe technology, including
AI,will accelerate economic growth: Report 
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Several museums, including the National Museum and Rail
Museum, and two mental health institutes -- IHBAS
(Institute of Human Behaviour and Allied Sciences) and

VIMHANS (Vidyasagar Institute of Mental Health, Neuro and
Allied Sciences) -- have received bomb threat e-mails, officials
said on Wednesday.

The officials said that nothing suspicious was found in the
searches and later the calls were declared hoax.

The e-mails were received by the National Museum in
Kartavya Path, Rail Museum in Chanakyapuri and Gandhi
Museum in Daryaganj and several others stating that the bomb
was planted in their premises, they said. Two medical facilities --
IHBAS located in Shahdara and Vimhans Hospital in Lajpat
Nagar -- have also received the threat e-mails containing the
same contents, the officials said.An officer said that after receiv-

ing the calls and information about these e-mails, the installa-
tions were checked by the bomb detection team, bomb disposal
squad, fire officials and local police but nothing suspicious was
recovered from any of the places.Over the past one month,
bomb threat emails have been received by many establishments,
including schools and hospitals in the national capital.

Telugu Desam Party (TDP) president Nara

ers and celebrities at a ceremony attended by lakhs
of people.

Amid loud cheers from the audience, the 74-
year-old took the oath of office and secrecy in
Telugu. The Prime Minister presented him with a
bouquet to congratulate him.

Naidu was visibly emotional as he hugged PM
Modi and returned to his chair next to his wife
Bhuvaneswari.

In 2021, Naidu walked out of the Assembly after
his wife was allegedly insulted by some MLAs of the
YSR Congress Party and vowed to return only after
taking oath as the Chief Minister.

After taking oath as a minister, Jana Sena leader
Pawan Kalyan went up to his elder brother megas-
tar Chiranjeevi and touched his feet.

Chandrababu Naidu's son Nara Lokesh was the
next to take oath as the minister. Lokesh, the TDP
general secretary, took the blessings of his father,
Prime Minister Modi and the Governor.A total of 24
ministers of the National Democratic Alliance

(NDA) took oath at the ceremony held at
Kesarapalli IT Park near Gannavaram Airport.The
ministers include three from Jana Sena and one
from the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP).

TDP's Andhra Pradesh unit president K.
Atchannaidu and Jana Sena political affairs com-
mittee chairman Nadendla Manohar were among
the key ministers.

CHANDRABABU NAIDU TAKES OATH AS
ANDHRA PRADESH CM, TURNS EMOTIONAL Amaravati|Agencies

With the formation of
the Chandrababu
Naidu-led govern-

ment in Andhra Pradesh,
farmers of Amaravati on
Wednesday called off their
four-year-long protest against
three capitals move of the
previous YSR Congress gov-
ernment.  

Hours after Naidu and his
Council of Ministers took
oath at a ceremony at
Vijayawada, the farmers
removed their protest camps
in villages.

The farmers, including
women, had been protesting
for 1,631 days, demanding
the YSR Congress govern-
ment to develop Amaravati
as the sole capital.

The protest started in
December 2019 after Chief
Minister Y.S. Jagan Mohan
Reddy announced that his
government would develop
three state capitals, reversing
the decision of the previous
TDP government to develop
Amaravati as the only state

capital.
The Jagan Mohan Reddy

government planned to
develop Visakhapatnam as
the administrative capital,
Kurnool as the judicial capi-
tal, and keep Amaravati only
as a legislative capital.

The farmers of 29 villages,
who had given 33,000 acres
of their land under a land
pooling system when the

TDP was in power, came out
on the streets. They had been
continuing the protest in dif-
ferent forms.

The Amaravati
Parirakshana Samithi (APS),
which was spearheading the
movement against three cap-
itals, undertook two padya-
tras during the last two years
to mobilise public support
for their demand.

Amaravati farmers end four-year-long
protest as Naidu govt sworn-in

Samajwadi Party chief
Akhilesh Yadav on
Wednesday formally for-

warded his resignation from
the Karhal Assembly seat in
Uttar Pradesh to Speaker
Satish Mahana. 

Akhilesh Yadav, who won
the recent Lok Sabha elec-
tions from UP's Kannauj, also
held the Karhal assembly
seat.In the Lok Sabha polls,
Akhilesh secured his family's
stronghold Kannauj by gar-
nering 6,42,292 votes, sur-
passing the incumbent BJP
MP Subrat Pathak by a mar-
gin exceeding 1 lakh votes.

Samajwadi Party MLA
Awadhesh Prasad also ten-
dered his resignation from
the Assembly after being

elected as a Lok Sabha MP
from Faizabad.

In the recently-concluded
Lok Sabha elections in Uttar
Pradesh, the Samajwadi Party
clinched 37 seats, while the
BJP won 33 seats. The

Congress won six seats, two
seats went to the Rashtriya
Lok Dal (RLD), while the
Azad Samaj Party (Kanshi
Ram) and Apna Dal
(Soneylal) bagged one seat
each.

Akhilesh Yadav, Awadhesh Prasad

In what would be his first overseas visit after
assuming office for the third consecutive term,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be travelling

to Italy on Thursday to attend the Group of Seven
(G7) Summit being held in Puglia from June 13-15. 

PM Modi will be attending the G7 Summit's
Outreach Sessions on Friday at the invitation of
Italy's Prime Minister Georgia Meloni.

"The visit will provide PM Modi an opportunity
to engage with other world leaders present at the
G7 Summit on issues of importance to India, as
also to the Global South," said Foreign Secretary
Vinay Kwatra. 

This will be the 11th time that India will be taking
part in the G7 Summit and Prime Minister Modi's
fifth consecutive participation.

The outreach sessions, where PM Modi is going
to participate along with leaders of other invited
countries, are expected to focus on Artificial
Intelligence, energy, Africa and the Mediterranean.

"India's regular participation at the G7 Summit
clearly points to increasing recognition and contri-
bution of the efforts that India has been consistent-
ly making in trying to resolve global challenges,
including those of peace, security, development
and environment preservation," said Kwatra.

Prime Minister Modi is also expected to hold a
series of bilateral meetings with several leaders on
the sidelines of the event.

The Foreign Secretary stated that India will also
be participating at the Ukraine 'Peace Summit'
being held in Switzerland, later this week.

"India will be participating in the Peace Summit
at an appropriate level. That consideration is cur-
rently going on in the system and as and when we
have a decision on the representative from India
who will be participating, we will be happy to
share," said the top diplomat.

PM MODI TO LEAVE FOR ITALY ON THURSDAY TO ATTEND G7 SUMMIT

MOHAN CHARAN MAJHI
TAKES OATH AS CM AS BJP
MAKES DEBUT IN ODISHA

Bhubaneswar: Mohan Charan Majhi took oath
as the Chief Minister Odisha on Wednesday in
the presence of Prime Minister Narendra Modi
and many other Central Ministers, including Amit
Shah, Rajnath Singh, Nitin Gadkari, and party
President J.P. Nadda, among other dignitaries. 

Apart from Majhi, two Deputy CMs also took
the oath of office -- Kanak Vardhan Singh Deo
and Pravati Parida -- during a grand ceremony at
the Janata Maidan in state capital Bhubaneswar.

Naveen Patnaik, who was the Chief Minister of
Odisha for 24 years before the BJD lost power to
the BJP, was also present on the stage, and
extended his greetings and good wishes to the
new government.Notably, this is the first time the
BJP came to power in the eastern state by unseat-
ing the dominant Biju Janata Dal (BJD) in the
Assembly polls.The Chief Ministers of many BJP-
ruled states also attended the swearing-in cere-
mony.Earlier in the day, Mohan Majhi paid trib-
utes to many eminent personalities of the state.
He also visited outgoing CM Naveen Patnaik at
his residence and invited him to the swearing-in
ceremony.

National Conference
(NC) President and
former Jammu and

Kashmir CM Farooq
Abdullah on Wednesday
advocated for talks with
Pakistan amidst a series of
terror attacks in the Jammu
region in the past three days. 

"These terrorists are com-
ing from across the border.
The problem can't be solved
by military action, the only
solution is to engage in talks
with the neighbouring
nation. Unless that happens,
terrorism will keep rearing its
ugly head," Abdullah told
reporters in Srinagar.

BJP's J&K unit president
Ravinder Raina took strong
exception to Abdullah's
advocacy for talks and said
that it is highly regrettable

that the NC leader is seeking
dialogue with a nation that
has bled India multiple
times.

"Instead of denouncing
Pakistan, showing it the mir-
ror, (and) shaming the coun-
try for its cowardly acts of ter-
ror, the NC leader is advocat-
ing for talks with the terror-
sponsoring nation," Raina
said."Farooq Abdullah
should stop pitching for talks
with Pakistan as the latter

always worked to infiltrate
terrorists in the Indian terri-
tory for killing innocent citi-
zens," he added.He further
asserted that Pakistan will be
taught a lesson in the same
language that it understands.

Abdullah also told
reporters that unless the gov-
ernment realizes that talks
are the only solution to
bloodshed and "unless dia-
logue begins, such tragedies
will continue to happen".

The BJP leader berated the
NC chief for "evoking sympa-
thy" towards Pakistan while
"belittling" the security
forces' ability to neutralize
acts of terror emanating from
Pakistan.

He said that Abdullah
should first explain to people
whether Pakistan was behind
the bloodshed in Jammu and
Kashmir.

Farooq Abdullah bats for talks with Pak amid terror
attacks; gets  sharp reply from J&K BJP chief

The Maharashtra Congress has accused the
Centre of 'discrimination' in the allocation of
central funds to the state compared with

other states, here on Wednesday. 
Congress state President Nana Patole said that

Maharashtra accounts for the highest share of col-
lection to the Centre by way of GST and other taxes,
but when it comes to ploughing back to the state,
the government displays bias towards this state.

"After the new NDA government took office, the
Centre has distributed funds to states out of which
Maharashtra has been allocated only around Rs
8,000 crore. In contrast, other Bharatiya Janata
Party ruled states, or its allies have been allocated
the lion's share," said Patole.

Patole mentioned how Uttar Pradesh has been
given the maximum Rs 25,000 crore, Madhya
Pradesh Rs 10,970 crore, besides Bihar, led by NDA
ally and Chief Minister Nitish Kumar getting Rs
14,000 crore, compared with just Rs 8,000 crore for

Maharashtra. "The BJP at the Centre has consis-
tently discriminated against Maharashtra when it
comes to funds allocations. Even other states ruled
by the Opposition parties have been given small
amounts, like Congress-headed Karnataka got Rs
5,000 crore, and Aam Aadmi Party-helmed Delhi
getting Rs 2,525 crore. However, NDA ally Andhra
Pradesh headed by CM Chandrababu Naidu was

given Rs 5,622 crore," Patole pointed out.
He reiterated that the money belongs to the com-

mon taxpayers and is intended for use for develop-
ment activities for the masses but the BJP regime is
deliberately giving step-motherly treatment to the
opposition-ruled states.Patole said that
Maharashtra faced a similar predicament when the
erstwhile Maha Vikas Aghadi government headed
by ex-CM Uddhav Thackeray was in power (2019-
2022) here.Slamming the MahaYuti government,
Patole said that Chief Minister Eknath Shinde and
Deputy CMs Devendra Fadnavis and Ajit Pawar
"lack the courage to demand more funds as
deserved from the centre", and are content with
whatever is doled out, which is against the interests
of the people of Maharashtra.

He warned that the people of the state are
observing this and will take note of such injustice
meted out by the BJP by teaching them a lesson in
the upcoming October state Assembly elections,
akin to the drubbing given in the recent Lok Sabha
polls.

Cong accuses Centre of bias in funds' disbursal

to Maha compared to other states

Eight members of a
family died while one
was seriously injured

after a truck carrying sand
overturned and fell on them
in Uttar Pradesh's Hardoi
district. 

The accident happened
late on Tuesday night.

An entire family living by
the roadside got buried
under the sand that was
spilled over after the truck
overturned.

By the time the sand and
truck were removed, and
the people buried under it
were taken out, eight people
including four children had
died.

M.P. Singh, District
Magistrate, Hardoi said,
"The truck was en route to
Hardoi after mining sand
from the banks of Ganga.
Due to excess sand, it over-
turned at the turn and this
accident took place. After
getting information about
the incident, the police

reached the spot and some-
how retrieved the people
buried under the truck, but
everyone except a girl had
died".

"At first, no one realised
for a long time, but then it
was known that one of
Balla's family lived there.
Immediately the police
were informed and the work
of removing the sand was
started. When the truck was
removed by a JCB machine
and the sand was cleared,
Balla, 45, his wife Mundi,
42, daughter Sunaina, 5,
daughter Lalla, 4, daughter
Buddhu, 4, besides his son-
in-law Karan, 25, his wife
Hero, 22, and their son
Komal, 5, had died while
daughter Bittu, 4, was
injured. All the dead bodies
have been sent for post-
mortem and the truck driv-
er has been arrested," the
District Magistrate said.

He further said that the
officials were examining the
cause of the accident.

Eight of a family die as sand-laden
truck overturns in UP's Hardoi
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The Supreme Court on Wednesday came
down heavily on the Delhi government
for not acting against tanker mafias in

the city and cautioned that it would ask the
Delhi Police for action to mitigate the water
crisis in the national capital. 

"If water is coming from Himachal Pradesh,
where is the water going in Delhi? Have you
taken any action or measures against these
tanker mafias? There are reports that tanker
mafias are working in Delhi and water is
engulfed by them and you are not taking any
action. If you are not taking any action, we will
hand it over to Delhi Police to crackdown on
tanker mafias," a vacation bench presided over
by Justice P.K. Mishra told the Delhi govern-
ment.The Bench, also comprising Justice P.B.
Varale, wondered how the water is supplied
through tankers to the common public when
pipelines are dry and empty.

"If this water crisis is a recurring problem
every summer, what measures have you taken
to control the loss of water coming from
Yamuna? File an affidavit containing action
taken from May-June, 2023 to April 2024 to
prevent loss of water. Any FIR against any
tanker mafia or illegal transportation of
water?" it asked.

In response, the counsel representing the
Delhi government said that Delhi Jal Board
(DJB) is supplying water through tankers and

most of the visuals reported in media are relat-
ed to water supply by DJB tankers in lower
economic households.

"We will file all the material by today itself.
There are multiple actions, including massive
disconnection. We will be more than happy to
have the police take action," added the city
government's counsel.

During the hearing, the apex court also
questioned the state of Himachal Pradesh for
making a "false" statement that it has excess

water in reservoirs.
It asked the Advocate General representing

Himachal Pradesh, "If you are already releas-
ing it, why was it not made known to the
Upper Yamuna River Board? The other day,
your Additional Advocate General said that
this document (pertaining to 137 cusecs sur-
plus water) was produced before the Board.
Why are false statements made in the top
court?"Posting the matter for hearing on June
13, the SC asked the Delhi government to file

an affidavit regarding the prevention of loss of
water and allowed other parties to file addi-
tional affidavits if they so desired.

In the previous hearing, the top court came
down heavily on the city government for tak-
ing the court proceedings for granted and
turned furious after it was pointed out that the
respondents (Union, Haryana and Himachal
Pradesh governments) could not have e-filed
the status reports/compliance affidavits in
terms of the order of the apex court due to
non-curing of defects by the Delhi govern-
ment's side

"We will dismiss this petition. On the last
date also, this was pointed out but you did not
remove the defects. You do not take court pro-
ceedings for granted, howsoever important
your case may be!" the SC had said.

The Supreme Court had directed the
Himachal Pradesh government to release sur-
plus water on June 7 so that it reaches the
national capital "uninterruptedly" and is made
available to the Delhiites for drinking purpos-
es. "We direct that Himachal Pradesh shall
release 137 cusecs of surplus water available
with it on Friday so that the water reaches
Hathni Kund barrage and reaches Delhi
through Wazirabad. As and when surplus
water is released with prior information by the
state of Himachal Pradesh, the state of
Haryana shall facilitate the flow of surplus
water so released," it had ordered on June 6.

HAVE YOU TAKEN ACTION AGAINST TANKER MAFIA, SC ASKS DELHI GOVT

NCP (SP) leader Sharad Pawar
on Tuesday said the people of
Ayodhya have demonstrated

how to correct the "politics of temple"
by defeating the BJP's candidate in
the Uttar Pradesh town in recent Lok
Sabha elections. Speaking at a
traders' meet in Baramati, Pawar
highlighted that while the BJP had
secured more than 300 seats five
years ago, this time their count
dropped to 240, well short of majori-
ty. "The result shows that their 60
seats got reduced, and in this reduc-
tion, Uttar Pradesh is a key state as
the people there gave a different kind
of verdict," he said.

Pawar said he had anticipated that
Ram temple would be the election
agenda and the ruling party would
get votes, but the people of our coun-
try are quite wise.

"When they realised that votes
were being sought in the name of the
temple, they decided to take a differ-
ent stand and the BJP had to face
defeat," the veteran politician said.

In a major upset in the Faizabad
parliamentary constituency, where
the temple town of Ayodhya is situat-
ed, Samajwadi Party candidate
Awadhesh Prasad defeated sitting BJP
MP Lallu Singh by a margin of 54,567
votes in recent elections.

Pawar, a key member of the INDIA
bloc, said the Opposition was appre-
hensive about the temple being used
as an election agenda, but people
took a different stand.

"As we were scared of the temple

being used as the election agenda to
seek votes, the people of Ayodhya
showed how to correct the 'politics of
temple' (by defeating the BJP candi-
date,)" the former Union minister
said.

He asserted that democracy in
India is intact, not because of politics
but due to the "collective conscience"
of the people.

"For the last 10 years, those in
power have taken extreme stands, but
the people have brought them back

to the ground. Narendra Modi did
form the government, but not on his
own but by taking help of
Chandrababu Naidu (TDP) and
Nitish Kumar (JDU)," Pawar said.

He added that when the govern-
ment is run with the help of others,
one cannot ignore the 'adjustment'
(samanjasya), and that kind of situa-
tion has prevailed in the country.

Pawar has been taking potshots at
Modi after the Lok Sabha election
results showed that the BJP fell short
of securing a majority on its own and
relies on NDA allies.

A day before, Pawar wondered
whether PM Modi, who took oath as
the prime minister for a third consec-
utive term, had the mandate to lead
the country. In a swipe at PM Modi
who had dubbed Pawar a "bhatakti
aatma" (wandering soul) during the
poll campaign, the NCP (SP) chief
said, "It is good since the soul is eter-
nal and this soul will not spare you."
In Maharashtra, Pawar-led NCP won
8 out of 10 Lok Sabha constituencies
it had contested, recording the high-
est strike rate in the state.

Shiv Sena (UBT) chief Uddhav Thackeray
on Wednesday asked whether Prime

RSS chief Mohan Bhagwat, on Monday,
had expressed concern over peace eluding
Manipur a year on since the violence first
broke out in the northeastern state and
urged that the situation in the violence-hit
state must be prioritised, the report stated. 

Speaking to reporters,  Shiv Sena (UBT)
chief Uddhav Thackeray said, "Will Prime
Minister Modi visit Manipur after RSS chief
Mohan Bhagwat's remarks? I am concerned
about the future of the country and not about
the future of the NDA government."

Shiv Sena (UBT) chief Uddhav Thackeray

also refuted claims of differences in the
opposition alliance Maha Vikas Aghadi over
candidates for the upcoming state legislative
council polls.

Adeafening explosion
followed by a massive
fire ripped through a

public limited chemical com-
pany located in the MIDC in
Dombivali town in
Maharashtra on Wednesday,
officials said.

This is the second such
disaster in three weeks. 

According to Dombiali Fire
Brigade Control, there are no
immediate reports of casual-
ties, but a massive fire-fight-
ing operation has been
launched by multiple teams.

According to the
Dombivali Fire Control, the
fire broke out around 10 am
in the Indo Amines Ltd,
which manufactures multiple
chemicals, at the
Maharashtra Industrial
Development Corporation
(MIDC) complex Phase II,
surrounded by thickly popu-
lated residential localities

and a school.
"Immediately we rushed

at least seven fire tenders and
launched fire-fighting opera-

tions, plus dispatched med-
ical teams. We are waiting for
details on whether any per-
sons are trapped inside the
factory," said the official.

Eyewitnesses said that
there were at least two mas-
sive blasts followed by a huge
blaze with clouds of thick
black smoke emanating that
was visible for several kilo-
metres.

The Indo Amines Ltd is sit-
uated barely 300 metres away
from the site of the disaster
that struck Amudan
Chemicals Pvt Ltd with mul-
tiple explosions-cum-blaze
on May 23, claiming over a
dozen lives and more than 60
injured.

"Many people panicked
and were reminded of the
similar blast that took place
here three weeks ago… Some
shopkeepers downed shut-
ters and scared residents ran
out to the streets," an eyewit-
ness said. 

Massive fire breaks out in Dombivali
chemical company, second in 3 weeks

Another layer of murkiness has
been added to the Pune Porsche
accident case, in which an alleged-

ly inebriated 17-year-old boy rammed
into and killed two techies on a bike,
with police sources revealing that the
doctor who helped switch the accused's
blood samples had provided the same
'service' to several other people through
a network of brokers.

Dr Ajay Tawade, the head of Sassoon
Hospital's Forensic Medical
Department, who has been arrested in
the case and is in judicial custody, is one
of the doctors who had allegedly
switched the minor's blood samples
with those of his mother to ensure that
no alcohol was found in the final report. 

Sources in the Pune Crime Branch
told a channel that their investigation
has revealed that this was not the first
time Dr Tawade had done something
like that. Whenever there were high-pro-
file cases of drunk drivers running over
and killing people, the doctor's brokers,

spread across Pune and four other dis-
tricts in Western Maharashtra, would get
in touch with the families and offer to
switch their blood samples with clean
ones so that the accused could get away
with a milder charge. 

"The brokers would demand lakhs for
the service, usually above Rs 5 lakh, and
the money would be funnelled to Dr
Tawade, with them keeping a cut," said a
source, adding that this had been going
on since the doctor took over the foren-

sic department nearly two years ago.
Tawade has faced serious allegations

earlier as well. He had been accused in
drug cases and a kidney transplant rack-
et, and had allegedly been elevated to
the post of the forensic department head
at the recommendation of an MLA and a
minister. 

Last month, Vinayak Kale, the dean of
Sassoon Hospital, had said Maharashtra
Medical Education Minister Hasan
Mushrif and MLA Sunil Tingre - both

from the Ajit Pawar faction of the NCP -
had written a letter and asked for Dr
Tawade to be made the head of the
department. Mr Kale was sent on com-
pulsory leave soon after making the
statement. MLA Tingre was also accused
of visiting the Yerwada police station
after the Porsche crash and pressuring
officials to go easy on the case.

The accident had taken place around
2.15 am on May 19, when the 17-year-
old, who had been drinking with his
friends in two pubs in Pune to celebrate
his Class 12 results, knocked down the
two 24-year-old IT professionals in the
Kalyani Nagar area. He was driving a Rs
2.5-crore Porsche at over 150 kmph. 

Aneesh Awadhiya, who was riding the
bike, was sent flying and hit a parked car,
while Ashwini Koshta - who was riding
pillion - was flung 20 feet into the air.
Both of them died on the spot. 

At 17 years and 8 months old, the
teenager was four months short of the
legal age for driving and more than
seven years shy of Maharashtra's legal
age for drinking.

Doctor Who Switched Pune Porsche Teen's
Samples Ran 'Blood Cleaning' Racket: Sources

A59-year-old man has
been arrested for
allegedly killing his

nine-year-old son by stuff-
ing a paper ball into his
mouth and choking him in
Maharashtra's Thane dis-
trict, police said today.

The accused was inebri-
ated at the time of the inci-
dent which took place on
the intervening night of
Monday-Tuesday, they said,
adding the exact reason
behind the crime was not
yet known. The man and
his wife had been living
separately following domes-

tic quarrels and the boy was
staying with his mother, an
official from the police con-
trol room said.

The boy went missing
from his mother's house on
Monday and the family
members launched a
search for him.

The minor was found
dead near his father's house
at around 8 am on Tuesday,
the official said.

After being alerted, police
reached the spot and they
found a paper ball stuffed in
the boy's mouth and blood
oozing out of his nose, he
said.

An investigation suggest-

ed the man resorted to
excessive alcohol consump-
tion after his wife started
living separately, the official
said.

He consumed liquor on
the intervening night of
Monday-Tuesday and
allegedly stuffed a ball,
made from torn notebook
papers, into the boy's
mouth resulting in his
death by choking, he said.

Following a complaint by
a relative of the boy, the
accused was arrested on
Tuesday night and booked
under Indian Penal Code
section 302 (murder), the
official said.

The investigation into an 82-year-
old man's death in a hit-and-
run in Nagpur has uncovered a

grisly murder conspiracy allegedly
hatched by his daughter-in-law for
family property worth Rs 300 crore.
Archana Manish Puttewar, assistant
director in the town planning depart-
ment, was arrested last week, over a
fortnight after her father-in-law
Purushottam Puttewar was run over
by a car.

A police officer told news agency
that Puttewar hired people for the hit
and spent about Rs 1 crore. "She gave
funds to the accused to purchase a
used car to knock down her father-in-
law. This was done to make the mur-

der look like an accident. It is appar-
ently to gain control of his property of
Rs 300 crore," the officer said.

The officer added that the 53-year-
old woman allegedly plotted the mur-
der with her husband's driver Bagde
and two other accused, Neeraj Nimje

and Sachin Dharmik. Police have
charged them with murder and other
sections under the IPC and Motor
Vehicles Act. Two cars, gold jewellery
and mobile phones have been seized.

The police's investigation has
found that on the day of the incident,

Purushottam Puttewar had gone to
the hospital to meet his wife
Shakuntala, who was recovering after
a surgery. On his way back, the hired
car ran him over. His son and
Archana's husband Manish is a doc-
tor. 

The investigation into the murder
case, meanwhile, has also found gross
irregularities in Ms Puttewar's work in
the town planning department. There
were multiple complaints, but no
action was taken owing to her politi-
cal connections, the probe has found.
She is accused of violating norms and
clearing illegal layouts. Her arrest and
the serious charge of plotting a family
member's murder may also prompt a
deeper investigation into alleged
irregularities in her work.

Retaining Dr. S. Jaishankar as foreign
minister clearly signals continuity in
India's foreign policy goals under Modi

3.0. But could Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's success in the foreign policy arena
perish at the altar of coalition politics?

Collective wisdom suggests that despite a
reduced mandate, India's foreign policy pur-
suit under Modi 3.0 is unlikely to be affected.
There is unanimity among politicians and
pundits that the Modi government's mantra
of 'strategic consensus' and pursuit of multi-
lateralism will continue to drive India towards
becoming a global force as well as the world's
third-largest economy (after the US and
China) by 2027. The general consensus
appears to be that Modi's foreign policy has
already catapulted India onto the global stage.
His actions have so far reflected a nuanced
approach to maintaining an independent for-
eign policy that is in India's national interest.
India may not yet be a great power, but is an
emerging great power, as American political
scientist John Mearsheimer recently suggest-
ed. In Modi's third term, India will certainly
strive to go beyond an emerging great power
status. If the new reality of a coalition govern-
ment is unlikely to undermine Modi's foreign
policy goals, will it be smooth sailing for him
from now onwards? 

During Modi's last term, India had faced all
kinds of pressure to become a formal US ally.
But he commendably dodged President Joe
Biden's charm offensive. Biden extended
Modi a state visit, laced with a hero's welcome
at the White House. It was one of the best
moments of Modi's long political career, but
instead of treating it as a personal triumph
(remember he was denied entry by the US for
years following the Gujarat violence in 2002?),
he saw it as a recognition for a rising India.

The Modi-Jaishankar partnership has stood
firm on avoiding strict alliances with any
major power. Instead, the duo has tried to bal-
ance relations among competing global pow-
ers, which can be observed in India's interac-
tions with the US, Russia and China, as well as
its balancing act between Israel and Middle
Eastern countries. In the coming years, the
challenges are going to become even bigger
for the Modi government because the rise of
China and a resurgent Russia are expected to
continue to undermine the US-dominated
liberal global order. The war in Ukraine has

dragged on with no end in sight, and it is thus
that the US is desperate to bring powers like
India into its orbit of influence. If India were
to become a formal US ally, it would be a
huge shot in the arm for President Biden.  On
the other hand, it's obvious that President
Putin would not like to lose an old, trusted
friend in India, which relies heavily on him for
its defence and energy needs. Many academ-
ics, policymakers and analysts in the US con-
tinue to forcefully argue that becoming a for-
mal US ally is more beneficial for India and
that it'll help it achieve its goal of becoming a
great global power. Many in India also believe
it's in the country's national interest to join
hands with the most powerful country on the
planet. So, if it is indeed in India's national
interest, why not? After all, India and the US
are already part of the Quad grouping, along
with Japan and Australia.  No doubt the argu-
ment in favour of an India-US alliance is very
powerful and loaded with benefits.  India is
faced with China's growing economic and
military ambitions. So, could Modi feel com-
pelled to enter a comprehensive agreement
with the US and get more rewarding econom-
ic cooperation and an umbrella security pro-
tection against any future Chinese aggression?
Given the recent incidents of border skirmish-
es and the fact that China is an immediate
neighbour, India faces a bigger security threat
from China than any other of its neighbours.
Therefore, ostensibly, it makes sense to come
under the US security cover.  The supporters
of such an argument say that India needs
investments, technology, and semiconductor
chips for its industries. It also needs advanced
weapons for its military. They believe the US
can also help India become a permanent

member of the UN Security Council. Most of
all, they say that both countries share demo-
cratic values. They say if India were to
become a US ally, it stands to gain much
more from the alliance than the US does.

Many also argue the alliance could be on
the lines of NATO. The security relationship
between the US and the European Union is
anchored in NATO, established in 1949 to
protect Europe against the Communist Soviet
Union. This military alliance not only ensures
the defence of Europe but also fosters a close
political relationship between the US and EU
member states.  In return, the EU countries
support US positions in global affairs. That's
why the EU supported the American invasion
of Iraq and they supported Israel without
questioning much of its action in Gaza. In
effect, many EU member countries have to
exercise with caution their independent for-
eign policy, especially over an issue in which
the US has a strategic interest. They have to
toe the American line. Those who are not in
favour of India becoming a US ally say that if
India goes that way, it will have to sacrifice its
foreign policy autonomy, and that is non-
negotiable for the Modi-Jaishankar duo. For
instance, if India had been a US ally in 2003, it
would have had to make a hard choice
between supporting the US invasion of Iraq
and standing firm in solidarity with an old
Arab friend. The Philippines and Thailand are
US allies in East Asia. But has that helped
them allay their China concerns? South Korea
is an American ally, but its citizens spend
sleepless nights whenever ten-
sions with North Korea esca-
late. Ultimately, India collabo-
rates fully with the US when it

comes to managing China's rapid rise as a
global power. But here again, India's policy on
China is primarily based on its own ground
reality. The Galwan Valley clash has severely
strained relations between India and China
even though bilateral trade continues to
boom.  Again, Russia has been India's all-
weather friend and often does not appear to
be wanting anything in return for its deep
commitment to India. The US and other
Western powers are wary of India's close ties
with Russia. They have repeatedly asked India
to condemn Russia's invasion of Ukraine.
Talking about Modi's Gulf policy, his engage-
ments with the Gulf countries and West Asia
have been a big success. On the Israel-Gaza
issue, one expects India's strategic autonomy
to continue. India's ties with Israel have grown
stronger under Modi, with increased coopera-
tion in defence, technology, and agriculture.
They will become even stronger in the near
future. Simultaneously, India has maintained
strong ties with Arab countries, particularly in
the Gulf, which are crucial for energy security
and the large Indian expatriate population.
The West views India's balancing act positive-
ly, recognising the strategic importance of
maintaining relations with both Israel and the
Arab world. This balance is seen as a testa-
ment to India's diplomatic finesse. Some poli-
cymakers believe that if India truly harbours
the ambition of becoming a global power, it
cannot remain a mute spectator in times of
big global crises. For example, when the US
under President Trump lost the trust of the
Palestinians as a neutral mediator, some
argued that it was an opportunity for India to
offer its mediation and try to bring the
Palestinians and Israel onto the negotiating
table. After all, India enjoys immense good-
will among both the Israelis and the
Palestinians.  They now give the example of
China, which successfully brought together
sworn enemies Saudi Arabia and Iran and
earned the right to be a serious mediator.  It is
possible we may see a more assertive foreign
policy in Modi's third term, in which India's
stance on big global issues will be better artic-
ulated. But to expect India to mediate
between warring parties may still be a step
too far.

More than 35 people died when a
fire broke out in a building
housing workers in Kuwait early

on Wednesday, officials said. At least 35
bodies were still inside the building after
the fire was put out, head of the criminal
evidence department at the Interior
Ministry, Major General Eid al-
Owaihan, said.

The Health Ministry said at least 43
people have been transferred to hospi-
tals for treatment and four have died.

Search teams continue to inspect the
building to look for other victims and
investigations are ongoing into the rea-
son behind the fire.

Local media said the fire broke out in
a six-floor building overcrowded with
workers in al-Mangaf area, south of the
capital.

Meanwhile, External Affairs Minister
S. Jaishankar on Wednesday expressed
deep shock over the tragic fire incident
in Kuwait city which has resulted in
dozens of deaths, including of many

Indian nationals. 
"Deeply shocked by the news of the

fire incident in Kuwait city. There are
reportedly over 40 deaths and over 50
have been hospitalised. Our

Ambassador has gone to the camp. We
are awaiting further information,"
Jaishankar posted on X.

"Deepest condolences to the families
of those who tragically lost their lives.
Wish early and full recovery to those
who have been injured. Our Embassy
will render the fullest assistance to all
concerned in this regard," he added.

The Indian Embassy in Kuwait has
also put out an emergency helpline
number in connection with the tragedy,
confirming that it involved Indian work-
ers.

"All concerned are requested to con-
nect over this helpline for updates. The
Embassy remains committed to render
all possible assistance," it said.

Meanwhile, Kuwait's Ministry of
Health also released a statement
Wednesday afternoon.

"The Ministry of Health has so far
dealt with 43 cases through the accident
departments in a number of hospitals,
in a building fire incident in Mangaf, of
which 4 cases arrived dead," it said.

The seats where by-elec-
tions will be held and are presently held by
BJP include Anoop Valmiki (Aligarh), Atul
Garg (Ghaziabad), Parveen Patel (Phulpur)
and Vinod Kumar Bind (Mirzapur). By-elec-
tions will also be held in the Meerapur
assembly seat since the MLA from here,
Chandan Chauhan has been elected to Lok
Sabha on RLD symbol. UP minister Jitin
Prasada, who won from the Pilibhit seat,
was a member of the Legislative Council and
he has sent his resignation. By-elections will
also be held for his seat in the Upper House.
They include Manoj Pandey (Raebareli),
Rakesh Pandey (Ambedkar Nagar), Abhay
Singh (Faizabad), Rakesh Pratap Singh
(Amethi), Vinod Chaturvedi (Jalaun), Puja
Pal (Kaushambhi). The Samajwadi Party
which recorded a win with 37 seats in the
Lok Sabha elections, is in no mood to forgive
these rebel MLAs. SP President Akhilesh
Yadav has made it clear that action will be
initiated against them 'soon'. If the SP moves
disqualification petition against these rebel
MLAs and the Speaker disqualifies them, by-
elections will be held on their six seats as
well. The Samajwadi spokesman, on the
other hand, said, that the voters had already
taught the rebel MLAs a lesson and the SP
had won in their respective constituencies.

US to provide another Patriot
system to Ukraine: Report

US Secretary of State
Antony Blinken has
said that Hamas' wel-

coming of a United Nations
resolution that backs a pro-
posal for a ceasefire in the
Gaza conflict was a "hopeful
sign". 

Blinken, currently on a
visit to the Middle East to sell
the ceasefire deal, made the
remarks after Sami Abu
Zuhri, a senior Hamas
spokesman, said on Tuesday
that the movement accepted
the ceasefire proposal,
according to a report by
Israel's state-owned Kan TV
news.

Earlier on Monday, Hamas

announced in a statement
sent via Telegram that it "wel-
comes" the UN Security
Council resolution support-
ing a ceasefire in Gaza, a
complete withdrawal of
Israeli forces, and a swap of

Palestinian prisoners for
hostages held in Gaza.

Yet Blinken expressed his
anticipation for Hamas lead-
ers in Gaza to provide a clear
confirmation of their stance
on the proposal, Xinhua

news agency reported.
"That's what counts, and

that's what we still lack," he
said.

He met with Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu on Monday night
and said that the latter had
"reaffirmed his commitment"
to the ceasefire proposal.

Blinken met with Israeli
officials on Monday and
Tuesday after talks with
Egyptian President Abdel-
Fattah al-Sisi in Cairo on
Monday, as the Israeli
hostage rescue operation,
which killed more than 200
Palestinians, clouded the
prospects for the ceasefire
agreement.

US President Joe Biden
is planning to make
another Patriot air

defence system available to
Ukraine to fend off Russian
aerial attacks, the media
reported, citing unnamed US
government sources. 

Biden took the decision
following several high-level
meetings last week, the New
York Times reported on
Tuesday.

John Kirby, the
Communications Director of
the US National Security
Council, did not confirm the
report when asked about it.

According to the New York
Times, the system in question
is in Poland and could be
deployed to the front line in
Ukraine within days.

If confirmed it would be
the second US-made Patriot
system provided to Kiev by
Washington.

Biden gave the go-ahead
for the first system nearly 18
months ago when Ukrainian
President Volodymyr
Zelensky travelled to the US
for the first time following
Russia's full-scale invasion of
Ukraine to address the US

Congress.
The US has also been sup-

plying Ukraine with Patriot
missiles.

The Patriot is considered
one of the most advanced air
defence missile systems in
modern warfare. It can be
used to combat enemy air-
craft, ballistic missiles and
cruise missiles. 

The defence missiles can
hit targets at a distance of
around 100 km at altitudes of
up to 30 km.

Germany has also provid-
ed Ukraine with two such
systems and pledged to send
another one.

Zelensky, who was in
Berlin on Tuesday to attend a
conference for the recon-
struction of Ukraine, also
paid a visit to Ukrainian sol-
diers currently being trained
in Germany to use the
Patriot.

Blinken 'hopeful' on Gaza ceasefire
after Hamas signals acceptance

The International
Organisation for
Migration (IOM) has

said that at least 49 migrants
have drowned and 140 others
remained missing after their
overloaded boat capsized off
the coast of Yemen.

The organisation said on
Tuesday that the vessel over-
turned in the waters off the
shores of Yemen's Shabwa
province on Monday, mark-
ing one of the deadliest inci-
dents along the treacherous
migration route from the
Horn of Africa to Yemen,
Xinhua news agency report-
ed.

It said that among the vic-
tims were 31 women and six
children fleeing conflict,
drought, and economic woes
in their home countries.

"The tragedy is another
reminder of the urgent need
to work together to address
irregular migration chal-
lenges," said Mohammedali
Abunajela, an IOM
spokesperson.

The boat departed from
Somalia's port city of Bossaso
early Sunday, carrying 115
Somalis and 145 Ethiopians,
including 90 women. Despite
perilous journeys, thousands
continue to transit through
Yemen, hoping to reach
Saudi Arabia and other Gulf
nations. Search and rescue
efforts by local authorities
were hampered by a shortage

of patrol boats and recent
conflict in the area.
Community members,
including fishermen, played
a vital role in recovering bod-
ies and assisting survivors,
according to the IOM.

So far, a total of 71 sur-
vivors have been rescued,
with eight requiring hospital-
isation for further medical
treatment. 

The IOM has mobilised
medical teams and psycholo-
gists to provide emergency
care and mental health sup-
port.

Since 2014, the IOM has
recorded nearly 1,900
migrant deaths along the
migration corridor from East
Africa to Yemen, which is
commonly known as the
"Eastern Route".

Atotal of three villages have been evacuated as wildfires
raged out of control engulfing homes and animals, in
Cyprus' Paphos district, local media reported.

Efforts are also being made by the government to secure
support from Jordan, Israel, Greece and the European Union,
he added.

The fire brigade has said the fire started in an area of dry
grass and low vegetation, though its exact cause is yet to be
determined.

At least two elderly peo-
ple died and over 80
persons fell ill due to an

outbreak of cholera in
Madhya Pradesh's Bhind dis-
trict, a health official said on
Wednesday.

The outbreak occurred in
ward number 5, 6 and 7 of
Phoop town in the district
due to water contamination.

Chief Medical and Health
Officer (CMHO, Bhind) D K
Sharma told a news agency,
"Due to infection in water,
some cases of cholera out-
break were reported after
which some patients were
admitted to the district hospi-
tal and some of them were
treated at the local communi-
ty health centre. Till now, a
total of 84 people have been
affected, and most of these
patients have recovered and
returned home. Currently,
there are six patients admit-
ted to the hospital. Two
patients were referred to
Gwalior who have recovered

and returned."
"Till now, two elderly peo-

ple have died in the outbreak
while a girl died two days ago
and she died due to fever. She
had vomited once and was
having a fever," CMHO
added.He further said that
the Nagar Palika had closed
the drinking water supply
queue as of now and water
was being supplied through
other means. "The entire
house in the affected area has
been surveyed, amedicines
and chlorine tablets have
been given to them. People

have been told to drink water
only after boiling it. Apart
from this, the Nagar Palika
has been instructed to
remove water contamination
wherever it is happening," he
added."It seems to happen
only due to contaminated
water, and once the sample is
tested, things will become
clear, CMHO Sharma said. 

"Arrangements of ambu-
lances have been made, the
team of doctors has also been
increased and we are keeping
a close eye on the matter," he
added.

2 Die, over 80 taken ill due
to cholera outbreak in Bhind

Rewa: A court in Madhya
Pradesh's Rewa district has
sentenced a 24-year-old
woman to death for murder-
ing her mother-in-law in 2022
by stabbing her more than 95
times.

Her son later informed
the police and took her to a
hospital, where doctors
declared her dead, Dwivedi
said. The public prosecutor
said that victim Saroj Kol's
husband Valmik Kol was also
named as a co-accused in the
case on the charge of inciting
her, but was acquitted in the
absence of evidence.

Says she went from 2 mg to fatal 90 mg

of Valium during health struggles

Los Angeles | Agencies

Singer-songwriter Celine Dion looked back at her

health journey through a lens of gratitude after

managing undiagnosed stiff-person syndrome

symptoms for 17 years.

The music superstar opened up about the symp-

toms that began manifesting in the mid-2000s,

including muscle spasms, difficulty breathing and

singing, reports People magazine.

She spoke about her "crisis" episodes during

which her entire body locked up which caused pain.

The first time she felt a spasm nearly 20 years ago,

she was in Germany on tour.

She told People: "I had breakfast, and I suddenly

started to feel a spasm. My vocal exercise made it

worse."
The singer is set to give fans an in-depth look at

her fight against stiff-person syndrome in an emo-

tional new documentary, ‘I Am: Celine Dion’.

As per People, the singer tried remedies ranging

from steam showers to over-the-counter medica-

tions and made appointments with ear, nose and

throat physicians and ophthalmologists, all of which

were unfruitful.
As her symptoms intensified, the ‘My Heart Will

Go On’ singer, beloved for her vocal precision and

inimitable stage presence, was advised to take pre-

scription medications, including muscle relaxants

like Valium.
"We started with two milligrams to see if it would

help, and then 2.5, and then three, and 15 and 50,”

she said noting the medication began wearing off so

quickly that at one point she took 90 milligrams of

Valium to power through a performance.

"It could have been fatal. I did not question the

level because I don't know medicine. I thought it was

going to be okay. It worked for a few days, for a few

weeks, and then it doesn't work anymore," she said.

"I did not understand that I could have gone to

bed and stopped breathing. And you learn — you

learn through your mistakes.” Currently, the singer is

"very, very happy and fortunate" that she's able to

share her learnings with others.

“Life isn’t always easy… but it sure helps when your
husband’s also your best friend. Thank you Lord!”

The “Achy Breaky Heart” hitmaker and the “New
Day” artist tied the knot in October 2023 in an inti-
mate wedding ceremony. They shared photos from
the event to their respective Instagram pages, with
Billy Ray gushing, “Long live love,” in a caption.

The actor said on ‘Piers Morgan

Uncensored’ that he no longer has a
permanent home and barely has any
money left to his name, reports
Variety.

He said: “It’s funny you ask that
question because this week, where I
have been living in Baltimore is
being foreclosed on. My house is
being sold at auction, so I have to go
back to Baltimore and put my things

in storage.”
The actor said that he is not sure where

he is going to live now. He has been in
Baltimore since he started shooting
‘House of Cards‘ there.

“I moved there in 2012. This (house)
has been my home since 2016. I can’t pay
the bills that I owe,” he added.

When asked if he is facing bankruptcy,
he said: “There’s been a couple of times

when I thought I was going to file but
we’ve managed to dodge it, at least as of
today.”

As per Variety, since claims of Spacey’s
alleged sexual assaults and inappropriate
behaviour first arose in the wake of the
#MeToo movement in 2017, several legal
cases were brought against the two-time
Oscar winner.

In 2022, a jury in New York concluded
that he did not molest actor Anthony
Rapp, who had accused him of sexual
assault in the early 1980s when Rapp was
14. The next year, a UK court found
Spacey not guilty of nine charges of sexu-
al assault from four complainants.
Several other charges and lawsuits have
been dropped. Spacey has denied all the
allegations.

According to Mayo Clinic, “Basal cell carcinoma is a type of skin cancer" that "begins in the basal cells — a type of cell within the skin
that produces new skin cells as old ones die.”

The medical organisation added that it “often appears as a slightly transparent bump on the skin, though it can take other forms.”
“So here we go,” the ‘Camp Rock’ alum said before the video switched to a clip of him after the basal cell carcinoma was removed.

SHARDUL THAKUR UNDERGOES SUCCESSFUL
FOOT SURGERY IN LONDON

India's bowling all-rounder Shardul Thakur
has undergone a successful foot surgery in
London. The surgery, which took place in

London, was necessitated by a foot injury he
sustained during the 2019 Indian Premier
League (IPL) season. 

In a social media post on ‘Instagram’
Thakur shared his post-surgery photograph
and wrote in the caption, “Operated success-
fully.”

During his debut Test against the West
Indies, Thakur sustained a groin injury, and a
hamstring issue kept him out of the iconic
Lord's Test against England in 2021. Earlier
this year, an ankle injury during the South
Africa tour forced him to miss a crucial Ranji
Trophy clash against Kerala.

Despite these setbacks, Thakur made a
strong return to India’s premier first-class
tournament, the Ranji Trophy, and asked for
the BCCI to provide longer breaks in the
schedule to ensure players have adequate
recovery and preparation time.

The IPL 2024 season was a tough one for
Thakur. In nine matches, he managed to take
only five wickets, with an economy rate of
9.76 and an average of 61.80, far below his
usual standards. His most challenging game
came in a must-win match against Royal
Challengers Bengaluru, where he recorded
figures of 2/61 from four overs. Despite taking
the key wickets of Rajat Patidar and Glenn
Maxwell, Thakur’s expensive spell marked the
second-worst figures by a Chennai Super

Kings bowler in IPL history, second only to
Lungi Ngidi’s 0/62.

Thakur’s last appearance for the Indian
team was in December 2023 during a Test
against South Africa at Centurion. It was a dif-
ficult match for him, as he finished with fig-
ures of 1/101 in an innings defeat by 32 runs.

Despite this, Thakur’s resilience and deter-
mination shone through in the Ranji Trophy,
where he was instrumental in Mumbai's vic-
torious campaign. He scored 255 runs and
took 12 wickets in five games, earning the
Player of the Match award in the semi-final
against Tamil Nadu with a stunning century
and four-wicket haul.

India bowling coach Paras
Mhambrey has backed ‘vastly expe-
rienced’ Ravindra Jadeja to come

good in the Men’s T20 World Cup, say-
ing that the left-arm spin all-rounder
will be winning matches for the team
later in the competition. 

In the ongoing tournament, Jadeja is
yet to pick a wicket with the ball and
was dismissed for a golden duck by
Mohammed Amir in India’s thrilling
six-run win over Pakistan at New York
on June 9.

With Axar chipping in with valuable
all-round contributions in India’s win
over Pakistan and in-form Kuldeep
Yadav waiting in the ranks to be in the
playing eleven, Jadeja is on a sticky
wicket in terms of his position in the
side."I think it's a team game, right? It's
going to be 11 guys. You really don't
expect all of them coming into form. It's
going to be performed every game that
will happen. For me, I personally feel
whatever conversations Rahul (Dravid,
head coach) and Vicky (Vikram
Rathour, batting coach) are having
around, I've been pretty happy with it.
You expect a one-odd game out there.
But it's a long tournament.

"For someone like Jadeja, who's so
vastly experienced, he just needs a
game out there to just get his root and
feel around. We know that the skills
and experience he has, he's going to go
ahead and win you games. So that con-
fidence we have in not only Jadeja, but
honestly with someone like (Shivam)
Dube and others as well.

"You can have one odd game and
people will have conversations saying
you are being given a game, and you're
going to have that one bad game. That's
fine, but the team will back you and
that's what is important in a tourna-
ment like this,” said Mhambrey ahead

of India’s clash against USA on
Wednesday night.With Kuldeep yet to
get a game in the tournament due to
seam-friendly nature of New York drop-
in pitches, Mhambrey said the left-arm
wrist spinner understands that him
being not in the playing eleven is down
to team balance."It will depend on the
opponents and surface. With Axar also,
if you look at the IPL, he's bowled very
well. I think that's an advantage that we
have out here for us. In terms of the
performance and the rhythm, in terms
of the confidence, he's up there.

"Dropping a seamer and playing a
spinner (does happen by) looking at
the conditions, but also the other thing
that Axar does is, he gives you that
depth as well in terms of the batting,
which was pretty evident in the last
game."Because we had to promote
someone like him, we had to take a
chance. He played a very critical role
for the team, got those runs at that
stage, because the ball was challenging
at that situation – seaming and swing-
ing," he said.

Asked if India will always have their
number eight position based on the
batting returns, Mhambrey stated, "I
don't think so. I think it's (the) surface.
It's purely on the opponents, purely on
the surface. If you feel, maybe on a sur-
face, you need one extra bowler. We

will go with that combination."
Mhambrey has also been pleased

with the pitches becoming better to
play on now at the Nassau County
International Cricket Stadium. "The
pitches have looked a bit better now,
but the first 1-2 games, there was odd
bounce."As a batter, it’s hard to go
through with your shots when that hap-
pens. Sure, it’s challenging, but the
bowlers are finally getting some help
and that’s good too. We saw what hap-
pened during the IPL, big, big scores,
so this sort of evens it out a bit."

The bowling coach signed off by lav-
ishing praise on USA left-arm fast-
bowler Saurabh Netravalkar, who previ-
ously represented India in the 2010
Men’s U19 World Cup and also played
domestic cricket for Mumbai.

"Extremely happy for him. I remem-
ber Saurabh playing a couple of games
for Mumbai and in practice sessions.
So, prior to my time, I watched a couple
of Ranji Trophy games that he's played.
It must be a tough decision, like it's not
easy to leave something like that and
make that step out to USA.

"But I'm so happy that he's taken that
step, and he's been successful. For oth-
ers who are around, he gives hope by
saying that if things don't really work
out here, there are other options too.
But it's still an option – if someone like
Saurabh can make it, why can't others
do it? So, in terms of giving others
hope, it's great. "I'm very happy the way
he's gone about it. I also heard he
works for Oracle right and it’s tough. I
don't think it's pure professional but
he’s a semi-professional cricketer who’s
working as well. We heard of the stories
of players in older generation who used
to work, and then practice, play, and go
to work again. It's similar with him,
which is not easy, but it's great that he's
managing and I'm very happy about it,"
he said.

Nabi’s two-wicket haul against
New Zealand in Guyana catapult-
ed him to the No. 1 spot on the
T20I all-rounder list. Climbing
two places, Nabi displaced previ-
ous top-ranked Shakib Al Hasan,
who tumbled to fifth place amid a
significant reshuffling. Australia’s
Marcus Stoinis also capitalised
on the shake-up, jumping three
spots to secure second place.

Rahmanullah Gurbaz, the
dynamic opener, is making head-
lines as the leading run-scorer in
the T20 World Cup with 156 runs
from two innings. His explosive
form has elevated him eight
places to a career-high 12th on

the T20I batters' rankings.
Meanwhile, India's Suryakumar
Yadav maintains a commanding
lead, with other notable move-
ments including Pakistan's Babar
Azam climbing to third,
England’s Jos Buttler moving to
fifth, and Australia's Travis Head
entering the top 10.

Afghanistan’s prowess is also
reflected in the bowling rankings.
The ever-impressive Rashid Khan
has moved up four spots to third,
while Fazalhaq Farooqi's stellar
performances have seen him rise
six places to a shared fourth posi-
tion with South Africa’s Anrich
Nortje, who also ascended four
rungs.

HAVE TO BE AT OUR BEST TO BEAT A WORLD-CLASS
INDIAN TEAM, SAYS SOUTH AFRICA SKIPPER

South Africa skipper Laura Wolvaardt
insisted her team will have to be at their
best if they are to beat a ‘world-class’

Indian team in the upcoming multi-format
series, ahead of their warm-up match against
Board’s President XI on Thursday. South
Africa will begin their tour of India with three
ODIs at the M Chinnaswamy Stadium on
June 16, 19 and 23, followed by a one-off Test
and three T20Is at the MA Chidambaram
Stadium in Chennai. The last time South
Africa toured India; they won the five-match
ODI series 4-1 in March 2021.

“We've had a couple of good tours before
this where we sort of tried different combina-
tions. In the T20Is against Sri Lanka, we defi-
nitely gave a bunch of youngsters some
opportunity to try and put up their hand. If
everyone is healthy and fit, we'll be looking
to play our best 11. We won't be experiment-
ing too much or taking this Indian side too
lightly.”

“They're a world-class side and we're
going to have to be at our best to beat them.
So, trying to get everyone settled into their
roles before the T20 World Cup is pretty
important as well, with it being some of our
last cricket that we're going to be playing
before then,” said Laura in a pre-series press
conference.

The tour to India is South Africa’s last
international assignment before the
Women’s T20 World Cup happens in
Bangladesh from October 3-20. The three
ODIs hold huge importance as they carry
ICC Women’s Championship points, where
South Africa are placed in the third spot and
are in line for automatic qualification for the
2025 Women’s ODI World Cup in India.

“There's a lot that we're focusing on at the
moment, obviously, with the ODIs having
points up for grabs, the T20Is being in prep
for the World Cup and then the Test match
being pretty special too. We've tried to sort of
cover everything and there isn't really one
that's massively more important than the
other. So, we'd like to do well all around and
there isn't any format that we're taking light-

ly,” added Laura.
Asked what South Africa are aiming to

achieve from the lone warm-up game, Laura
remarked, “Warm-up games are always a
tricky one. You don't want to do too well and
get overconfident. But you always don't want
to do too bad and start on the back foot. But I
think tomorrow is mainly about conditions
for us.”

“We're lucky to be playing on the ground
where our games will be as well. That doesn't
happen too often for a warm-up game. So
conditions will be crucial to see how much it
turns and bounces. It'll be more about that
and making sure that the whole squad sort of
gets a chance on the conditions and has a
look of it.”

“They obviously have world-class players.
So we've done a lot of sort of homework and
discussion on that. So, hopefully, we have
our plans sorted out by the first game. When
I was here, it was a very nice wicket to bat on.
So I'm not sure if it'll be similar at this time of
year.”

Last year in November, Laura was con-
firmed as South Africa’s full-time captain
after taking the job on a temporary basis.
Quizzed about the impact of leading South
Africa as a batter and human being, Laura
admitted there has been a lot to learn for her.

Importantly, the trip to India is South
Africa's first series post the departure of long-
serving coach Hilton Moreeng, who left after
more than 11 years in charge. For now,
Dillon du Preez is the interim coach.

“It's obviously been a bit different for us.
Hilton was on every single tour for the past
11 years. So to not have him here is a bit
weird. But luckily Dillon was in the setup and
the environment for about four or five years.
So nothing has really changed too much
from sort of an operational point of view.”

“We still try to keep things as much the
same as before, just so that it's not complete-
ly new and fresh. But then at the same time,
the new additions that we have in the group
have brought a lot of outside energy and
some outside knowledge as well. So it's been
good and I've really enjoyed the new, fresh
people,” concluded Laura.
